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ADMISSION PROCEDURE OF THE DIRECTORATE 

Admission to all the programmes offered by the Directorate shall be on merit basis obtained by a candidate in the 

qualifying examination.  

 

RESERVATION OF SEATS 

Directorate shall follow the university reservation norms in its all programmes.  

¶ 61% of seats shall be filled from open merit category and 39% from amongst the reserved categories in order of 

merit.  

¶ Only candidates residing within the territorial jurisdiction of University of Kashmir and / or those who have 

passed their qualifying examination through university of Kashmir are eligible to seek admission under open 

merit as well as reserved categories (a-h). However, in case of courses/programmes not offered by University of 

Jammu, candidates residing in any part of the state are eligible to apply under open and reserved categories (a-h). 

¶ Candidates residing outside the territorial jurisdiction of University of Kashmir (who have not passed their 

qualifying examination through University of Kashmir shall be eligible to apply under category ñiò (OSJ). 

¶ Incase no candidate(s) is/are available, have applied under a particular category, the seats/fraction reserved under 

that category shall be shifted to open category. 

¶ The certificates under clauses a, b, c, d, e, f, g and h as shown in the table (given below) must be in accordance 

with the SRO 126 of 28th of June 1994 of the J&K Govt. and subsequent amendments/SROôs issued by the Govt. 

in this regard.  
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¶ Candidates belonging to Gujjar and Bakerwal Category shall be required to clearly specify whether admission is 

being sought under ñScheduled Tribe category (ST)ò orunder ñGojjar and Bakerwal Category (CGB)ò.  

¶ Candidates belonging to ñSocial Casteò should apply under ñWeak and Under Privilege (WUP)ò category.  

¶ If a candidate is eligible to apply for admission under more than one reserved category, he/she shall be required 

to choose while submitting the Online Application Form only one reserved category for one programme under 

which he/she would like to be considered, which should be final and unchangeable. 

For Example, if a candidate is eligible under three categories RBA, NCC and Sports, he/she shall 

have to choose only one of the three categories under which he/she shall apply/compete for admission 

for a particular programme. Say if he/she is an applicant for P.G programmes in A, B, C and 

Dsubjects, he/she may apply/compete in all the courses but only under one of these three categories 

(RBA, NCC or Sports whichever he/she likes) or he/she may apply/compete (say for instance) under 

RBA for A, under NCC for B, under Sports for C and under RBA for D. He/she is not however, 

permitted to apply/compete under more than one category for a single programme; i.e., he/she cannot 

for instance apply under RBA as well as NCC for a single programme.  

Shifting from Reserved Category Quota to Open Merit Quota: 

A candidate seeking admission under a particular Reserved Category shall at first instance be automatically shifted to 

the Open Merit Category, (if otherwise eligible) if the total marks scored entitle him/her to figure in the open merit list. 

However, he/she shall have the option to stay on in the Reserved Category, if the act of shifting him/her to the Open 

Merit Category puts him/her at an obvious disadvantage (i.e., his/her place of admission gets changed to his/her 
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disadvantage), in such case, he/she shall have to intimate the office of the Director DDE/Dean Academic Affairs prior 

to the expiry of the last date for the completion of the admission formalities.

Teacher Education is an integral component of the educational system. It produces the competent and professionally 

trained teachers with a view to perform their roles effectively with respect to the social and educational needs. The 

professional training leads the trainees to develop in them a sense of commitment and credibility. In the present world, it is 

acknowledged that the training is necessary for becoming a good teacher by the attainment of teaching competency to 

sharpen the communication skills and commitment to a code of conduct. 

It is with this vision the Directorate of Distance Education offers the B.Ed Programme since 1978 to the fresh Graduates, 

Post-Graduates and in-service candidates to strengthen the attributes of a profession in the form of the systematic theory, 

rigorous training over a specified duration, to attain proficiency. By providing such training, the Directorate intends to 

expose the trainees to the present day challenges in the field of education and teaching.

Pre-Primary Education is educational pyramid of the future of the child. Here the foundations are laid   for future 

citizens of the nation. Though it is true that parents are best educators of their children, the importance of teachers in 

pre-school teaching cannot be ignored. The role of the teacher is changing so fast that pre-service or in- service teacher 

education cannot probably cope with expectations of the society. A specialized kind of training is required for dealing 

intelligently with children en- rolled at pre-primary level. In the course of past few years, pre-primary education has 

assumed tremendous significance all over the country. Indian Education Commission recommends that the staff of the 

nursery should be trained as per the principles of Child Psychology. A number of such institutes are already in 

existence but their number is very meager. Teachers training programme should aim at helping the trainees to develop 

a positive self-confidence and professional identity to provide an environment where a child will feel happy and secure 

so that over- all development takes place in the right perspective. The main objective of this course is to provide an 

alternative method of training to Pre-Service and In-Service teachers for blending Pedagogical theory with practice. 

The facility will be extended even to the fresherôs who are desirous to attain this professional degree.

To 

meet the growing demand for trained youth in coming years in the field of Information technology, the Directorate of 

Distance Education launched Post Graduate Diploma in Web Designing. 

The World Web Web (WWW) is a vast and ever-expanding collection of online documents and information distributed 

over the internet. The internet and Web Technology is an increasingly vital resource in many aspects of life: education, 

employment, government, commerce, healthcare, recreation and more. The tremendous progress of the internet set the 

ground for the rapid development of distance learning on the Web, as a result of which, many universities throughout 

the world are developing courses in this new medium. Web courses fulfill a rapidly growing demand for distance 

learning because of their greater accessibility and flexibility; there is an ongoing competition between the training 

institutions for developing Web sites and courses in order to maintain or augment their share of the market, both locally 

and internationally. The Web Design course is very comprehensively detailed ICT enabled course that focuses on how 

to plan, organize and create a website and web-based programmes. This course will fully cater to the needs of students 
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including IT professionals, employees working in various public and private sector who want to build their career in 

growing field of IT. 

Objectives: 

1. To provide education on Web Designing to those interested and desirous students who could not enroll 

themselves in the formal institutions and to train them in Job Oriented Programme thereby widening their career 

prospectus. 

2. To provide trained manpower for the growing sector of Information Technology both at the state and national 

level. 

3. To pave way for those who intend to make future in the demanding field of Web Designing in Computer 

Sciences and Information Technology. 

4. The aim of this programme is to develop working knowledge about Web Technology effectively in developing 

commercial and public Websites. 

Eligibility:  Any graduate of the University (Under 10+2+3 Scheme). Candidates having passed an equivalent 

examination of any University recognized by the University of Kashmir as equivalent thereto. The candidate 

seeking admission to PG Diploma in Web Designing Course (through Distance Mode) must have secured at least 

50% marks at the qualifying level. In-service candidates with above-mentioned qualifications are also eligible.

POST GRADUATE DIPLOMA CYBER LAW 
 
In view of the change of socio-economic structure of the country, there has been growing desire among the people 

belonging to different walks of life to know more and more about special branches of law and therefore, there is a great 

demand for specialization in different fields. Moreover, specialization makes a person perfect in the field opening up a 

wide horizon of job and employment opportunities. Last part of the 20th Century witnessed growth of new type of 

commerce popularly called as ñE-commerceò. The businessmen in India, like other parts of the globe executed 

transactions electronically much before the enactment of any legislation on the subject. The flexibility, speed and 

efficiency of this new technology ñdigital technologyò has made it the most important vehicle for executing all types of 

business and official transactions. This newfound medium has impacted upon different branches of law. Most of the 

laws in India were enacted keeping in view tangible documents. This technology is paperless as well as borderless, so 

the present laws are not flexible to encompass this new technology. The importance of this new technology 

necessitated enactment of new laws, which cover many facets of E-commerce, Cyber Crimes, Digital Signatures, 

Copyright, Domain Names and Regulatory Appellate Tribunals. The laws governing ñDigital Technologyò are recent 

in origin and therefore are not studied in traditional legal education. Keeping in view importance of this technology and 

the non-availability of courses on this subject in the  law institutions of our state, it will be highly beneficial for the 

students especially to budding lawyers, IT professionals, employees working in various Government Departments / 
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Public/ Private Sector undertakings and for other students who want to build their career in this field. In view of the 

above facts the Directorate of Distance Education launched the P.G. Diploma in Cyber Law 

Objectives:The objectives of the programme are as follows: 

1. To provide education on Cyber Laws to the interested and desirous students to train them in this job-oriented 

programme. 

2. To provide opportunities to the in-service employees for gaining specialized knowledge and competence in the 

field of Cyber Laws. 

3. To provide trained manpower to the growing IT sector in the state/country. 

4. Eligibility: 

i) Graduate in any discipline with (10+2+3) pattern. 

ii)  Any law graduate /LL.B Professional 

iii) Any other qualification, which is recognized by the University of Kashmir as equivalent thereto. 

Note: The scheme regarding attendance and contact programme shall be the same as applicable to other P.G. Diploma 

courses offered through Directorate of Distance Education, University of Kashmir.

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EXAMINATION SCHEME FOR PG, PG DIPLOMA PROGRAMMES 
 
INTERNAL ASSESSMENT TESTS 

The students enrolled with the Directorate for PG, LL.B and PG Diploma programmes shall have to appear in the 

Internal Assessment Tests in each course during the contact programmes according to the following scheme: 

Internal Assessment = 16 Marks 

Attendance in contact programmes = 04 Marks 

Total number of marks for each subject = 20 Marks 

Note: Candidates failing to qualify  the internal assessment tests shall not be eligible to appear in the final 

examination. 

FOR PG PROGRAMMES 

The examination of semester I & II shall be held at the end of the first academic year and that of semester III & IV 

shall be held at the end of the second academic year. 

Note: The practical examination for M.Com comprising of 40 marks shall be conducted at the end of 1st semester 

contact programme. 

Viva Voce: The students of M.Com programme shall have to appear for the Viva Voce in Com 406 before Board of 

Examiners comprising of the concerned teachers, which shall test his/her, knowledge and understanding of the subjects 

taught to him/her in the programme. The coordinator concerned shall coordinate the comprehensive Viva. 
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FOR OTHER PROGRAMMES : The examination for other programmes like PGDHS, PGDCA, PGDBA, 

PGDBE,DPPTT, PGDCL, PGDWB and PGDTM shall be held at the end of the academic session on annual pattern 

basis. 

PROGRAMME ADMINISTRATION 

The main components of the programme administration shall comprise of self-learning print material, assignments, 

personal contact programmes, optional contact programmes, extension lectures, individual/group counseling, radio 

counseling and multimedia programmes. 

Self-Learning Print  Material  (SLPM): The students shall be provided with the quality self-learning print material 

and other relevant reading material well in advance. 

Personal Contact Programmes: The personal contact programmes shall extend over a period of around 40 working 

days in each academic year divided into two phases of equal duration. The first contact programme shall be conducted 

at the beginning of the session and the other before the final examination. The students are expected to come prepared 

in the class in order to discuss their problems. During the counseling sessions, students can seek clarifications 

regarding the print material and other related difficulties through face-to-face interaction with faculty. 60% attendance 

in the personal contact programme is mandatory.  

Optional Contact Programme: As and when need arises, the Directorate may organize, Optional Contact Programme 

for at least ten days for the benefit of the students. Each day of the Optional Contact Programme (OCP) shall comprise 

several sessions devoted to lectures, discussions, and small group work and workshop activities. 
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Extension Lectures 

The Directorate organizes extension lectures on current trends in education by eminent scholars of national repute from 

time to time. The Directorate has, launched a scheme ñLectures on Demandò in which sufficient number of students of 

a particular programme submit an application to the Director for organizing lectures on various particular topics. 

 

 

Counseling and Guidance 

The Students can visit Directorate, and seek individual guidance and counseling from concerned coordinator/faculty. 

Besides, students can seek guidance from counselors engaged by the Directorate in various programmes. 

Multi -media Programmes 

The Directorate organizes various multi-media programmes on different subjects from time to time about which 

students are informed well in advance. In collaboration with Electronic Multimedia Research Centre (EMMRC), 

University of Kashmir & IGNOU, the Directorate has procured a rich collection of multimedia tools, which 

supplement the self-learning print material. 

Continuous Evaluation Schemes 

The performance of students is evaluated on the basis of various parameters like sessionals/Internal Assessment Tests 

and participation in face-to face contact-cum-counseling programmes. At the end of each academic session, students 

are required to appear in annual examination conducted by the office of the Controller Examinations. In addition to the 

result gazettes the results are also uploaded on the website of the Directorate: www.ddeku.edu.in 
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I. Internal Assessment Tests 

Under continuous and comprehensive evaluation scheme, a formative evaluative exercise is conducted by the 

Directorate in which students are required to appear in the Internal Assessment Tests in each course during the contact 

programme and due weight age is given to attendance of the student in contact classes. Candidates failing to qualify the 

internal assessment tests are not eligible to appear in the final examination. 

 

 

Workshop Activities 

The Directorate organizes various National workshops, for the capacity building of the faculty working in Open & 

Distance Learning mode. This exercise sensitizes the resource personnel regarding the new trends and approaches in 

open and distance learning. 

Enrolment Number 

Candidates selected for admission are assigned an enrolment number, which must be quoted by the candidates in all 

communications with the Directorate.
