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      I.  About the Department

        The Department of Kashmiri was initially established in 1974 as a research cell for the conduct of 

research on the Kashmiri language. Later on the research cell was converted into a full fledged P.G.

Department in 1979. In 1982 the Department was recognized as a research centre to offer M.Phil./Ph.D.

programmes. From the very beginning the Department has produced a considerable number of scholars whose

contribution to the Kashmiri language and literature has been recognized across the country. Apart from

teaching post-graduate classes and the conduct of research studies, the Department has a publishing wing

which prepares the basic reading materials for the students and scholars. The Department right from its

inception has a rich legacy to organize seminars/ symposia on various facets of regional as well as world 

literature.
